
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Ann Welch will present a program, Port Townsend: Then and Now, featuring her new CD of historic photographs matched to 
photos of contemporary sites on Wednesday, January 24 at 6:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers in historic City Hall at 
540 Water Street.  Sheõll show photographs and talk about the process of creating the CD.   

The interactive CD explores Port Townsendõs past with historic photographs from the JCHS collection and from Annõs 
grandfather, George Welch.  Ann is the great granddaughter of early Port Townsend capitalist, Charles Eisenbeis, who 
built the Manresa Castle as the family home, as well as the Mount Baker Block Building and Eisenbeis Building in down-
town Port Townsend.  George Welch married Eisenbeisõ daughter Lillian.  He worked as a banker and insurance man, but 
his first love was photography.  Most of his images, on 3x5-inch negatives, were shot between 1903 and 1925. 

Working òobsessivelyó for over a year, Ann scanned each negative or photograph at a high resolution and meticulously 
repaired damage in Photoshop.  Old pictures emerged with sharp details restored.  Finding the match meant driving 
around looking for exactly the same spot the original photograph was taken.  Adjusting to compensate for the differences 
in camera optics required enormous attention to detail, but she succeeded in adjusting the images so that perspectives 
match perfectly.  The 100 photographs of buildings, townscapes and landscapes on the CD can be enlarged, allowing you 
to zoom in and see details. 

The program is free for members of JCHS and $5.00 for non-members.  The CD sells for $19.95 in the Museum Shop. 
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Settling In: Museum Exhibits Coming Along Splendidly

Call for Nominations  
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Over the last few months we continued scanning  
photographs into our database, PastPerfect.  This 
serves several purposes.  In 2007, we hope to have 
our database on the web and we plan to publish 
another book through Arcadia Publishing, this time 
featuring Port Townsendõs history and people.  
With this in mind, volunteers are researching Port 
Townsend residents, buildings and businesses.  The 
information gathered is being added to the photo-
graph section of PastPerfect.  It will be invaluable 
to researchers, anyone searching our website and to 
us as we write captions for the book.  Bryan 
Schrader is doing a great job researching downtown 
buildings, businesses and Port Townsendõs  
historical homes.  The genealogical society volun-
teers are researching our portrait collection.  They 
are experts at this!  I am scanning photographs and 
researching early Port Townsend. 

Vicki Davis has been working on our website de-
sign and the technical aspects of putting it on the 
web, as well as keeping up with maintenance on 
PastPerfect.  Jim Christenson continues to keep us 
ònetworked.ó  We are very lucky to have Vicki and 
Jim as part of our volunteer group.  Julian Witherall 

continues to add City of Port Townsend government 
papers, Catherine Garrison has finished the Publishers 
and Authors documents and Alan Hughes continues 
to add more information to our Maritime Collection 
data base. 

I keep finding surprising information in the collection, 
even after 15 years of working with it.  Iõve been add-
ing to our Ledger collection and discovered two 
òRecord Books for Personal Property, Jefferson 
Countyó 1860-1882.  They were kept by Jefferson 
County Auditors, J.J.H. Van Bokklen and James  
Seavey.  Some interesting highlights include the sale of 
Protection Island, descriptions of businesses listing 
contents and sales of livestock.  The books give an 
inside glimpse at what was happening in Jefferson 
County during that time period.  

Our collection of photographs and documents contin-
ues to grow, thanks to local residents and former resi-
dents who generously donate to our countyõs heritage.

U PCOMING  EXHIBIT  EXPLORES LOCAL  H ISTORY  

OF FRATERNAL O RGANIZATIONS    
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Historic Properties Survey Update  

To preserve our historic properties, we first need to assess what still stands.  The cornerstone of historic preservation is 
the History Properties Survey (HPS).  JCHS survey teams collect the history of homes and commercial buildings within 
Jefferson County.  Committee members continue to compile descriptions of the architecture of the historic buildings 
and their significance into an easy-to-use computerized tool that provides photographs and points users to bibliographic 
sources for more detailed research. Itõs part of a larger State-wide database developed by the State Department of  
Archeology and Historic Preservation.  Work on this project includes several components. 

Capturing Work of Previous Building Surveys 

In the 1970s and 1980s there were a number of important surveys of Jefferson County structures, leading to the listing 
of buildings on the State and the National Historic Registers.  In addition to the 90 individually listed historic properties 
on these registers, there was documentation of buildings in each of the major residential settlements of the County as 
well as Forts Worden and Flagler.  Perhaps the most important of these studies was a survey of some 700 buildings in 
downtown and uptown Port Townsend that provided the documentation necessary to establish the Port Townsend  
Historic District as a National Historic Landmark.  These studies are kept in a number of loose leaf binders available in 
only a limited number of places. 

Between 1999 and 2002 the first computerized database of historic properties in the County was developed.  The data-
base listed the addresses of the 700 properties from the Port Townsend Historic District inventory, and a number of 
properties outside the district.  Thanks to hundreds of volunteer hours, all commercial structures in downtown and  
uptown Port Townsend were documented for their architecture and their history.  All of the information from this data-
base has now been rolled into the new HPS database that will be added to the Stateõs historic inventory. 

Building Upon the Earlier Surveys 

The information from earlier surveys has been enhanced by adding photos of each property and filling in details when 
they were missing.  As part of this process we found that the work done in the 1970s did not include about a third of 
the homes within the district.  The 300 missing properties are now being added into the database along with photos. 
Of these, detailed architectural and historic documentation will have been completed on about 400 properties, leaving 
around 800 homes still to be completed (the commercial buildings are largely done).  By summer, all the information 
that can be extracted from existing surveys will have been brought into the new database.  Work will then focus on  
research to add to our knowledge about the Countyõs history. 

Taking the Survey to the Public 

Although the survey work is not yet complete, the information already in the database is a rich resource.  An important 
part of the project will be finding ways to let the public know that it exists.  One concept that will be developed next 
summer will be making òneighborhood history programsó where we can share what we already know about homes in an 
area, and in turn learn from homeowners what they know. 

Would you like to help?  The committee seeks people interested in historical research or in architecture.  Expertise is not needed ð we will 
provide training.  There is also work in data entry.  Also, if you want to participate in the neighborhood history program next summer, let us 
know.
